Module: Animals Have Needs

Learning Target: Gather information about living things.
Success Criteria: I can identify a bird.
I can explain what birds need with evidence.
I can tell about a bird’s environment.

Essential Question: 
What d birds need to live? Partner talk and discuss.  (food, water, air, space, shelter)

Anticipatory Set: Review what birds need and excite students with bird cam.
Show stuffed animal birds and discuss types of birds. (Raptors, song, etc.) sort birds.

Procedure :
1.  Discuss where the bird lives on the map/globe.
2.  Read a book/video clip about the bird.
3.  Go outside to observe the bird in natural habitat.
4.  Draw illustration and write sentence about the bird.
5.  Partner talk- discuss facts they learned. Reaction chain around room.
6.  I ask how it moves, body covering, what it eats, where it lives, kinds of babies and how it grows.
7.  Partners work together to finish facts.
8.  Add bird to chart.
9.  I observe and assist while roving and tracking their progress.


Assessment/ Exit Ticket:
Each student will state a fact that they learned about the bird.
